Administrator Assessment Centers for Principals

Provide administrator assessment centers to meet State Board for Educator Certification (SBEC)
standards found in 19 TAC §241.30.  New principals and assistant principals "should participate in
the assessment the first year of employment as a principal or assistant principal.  Follow-up
assessments should be completed in the first year of each five-year renewal period."

The assessment program utilizes the Tarleton Assessment of Principals.

• Tarleton Assessment of Principals (TAP)
For:  Campus leaders (K-12) who are currently engaged in planning and carrying out
professional development strategies and/or who have participated in previous assessment and
development activities such as SASA.

• Other assessments used include the School Administrator Skills Assessment (SASA) and the
21st Century Principal Assessment

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Bus Driver Certification Training

Contact Person: John Streetman

Bus Driver Certification Training is a state mandated program to provide 20-hours of certification
training to all new school bus drivers. Experienced drivers are required to take an 8-hour refresher
course every three years. Course content is as prescribed by the Department of Public Safety.

Cost: $150 – Certification training per participant
$60 – Recertification training per participant

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District Bookkeeping Services

The Education Service Center provides business office bookkeeping and administrative services and
support that normally is performed by a variety of central office personnel. Offered services include
posting financial information, preparing accounts payable and payroll checks; reconciling local
maintenance, payroll clearing, and debt service bank accounts; preparing and providing a variety of
finance and payroll reports including TRS reports, 941 quarterly reports, and W-2’s; filing e-grant
expenditure reports, and preparing PEIMS data for submission. Pricing includes annual RSCCC
software licensing fee.

Additional Services:
For once-a-month check run payroll services only, the cost is sixty-five percent (65%) of the
approved rate. For additional payroll runs during the month (i.e., biweekly or semi-monthly), an
additional fifteen percent (15%) for each pay run will be charged.

For once-a-month check run accounts payable services only, the cost is seventy-five percent (75%)
of the approved rate. For additional accounts payable check runs during the month, an additional
fifteen percent (15%) for each check run will be charged.

As agreed by interlocal agreement between the district and the Service Center, other services are
available for an additional charge such as: reconciliation of bank accounts not included under basic
services ($300 per account), providing administrative services and support, attending district board
meetings, and providing other bookkeeping and financial accounting technical assistance.

Additional assistance or business support services not listed in the agreement between the Service
Center and the school district are available at $50.00 per hour per employee billable in quarter-hour
increments. Billable hours will start with the employee(s) departure from the Service Center and end
with the employee(s) return to the Service Center.

E-Rate Application Contracted Services

The E-Rate program is administered by the Schools and Libraries Division (SLD) of the Universal
Service Administrative Company (USAC). The program was designed so that eligible schools and
libraries have affordable access to modern telecommunications and information services.

The E-Rate program supports connectivity - the conduit or pipeline for communications using
telecommunications services and/or the Internet. Funding is requested under four categories of
service: telecommunications services, Internet access, internal connections, and basic maintenance
of internal connections.

The E-rate provides discounts of 20 percent to 90 percent for eligible telecommunications services,
depending on economic need and location (urban or rural). The level of discount is based on the
percentage of students eligible for participation the National School Lunch Program or other
federally approved alternative mechanisms.

Schools that plan to participate in the E-Rate program must follow a series of steps in order for their
request for services to be placed on the SLD website. The Education Service Center can help the
district in determining eligible services, meeting required timelines, and preparing the correct
document to request E-Rate funding.

Services Include:
• Completion on behalf of applicant any necessary FCC Forms including, but not limited to,

FCC Forms 470, 471, and 486, Service Provider Identification Number Change Letters, and
Service Substitution Letters

• Assist in preparing a Request for Proposal (RFP) for E-Rate eligible services supplementing
the FCC Form 470

• Review monthly billings, invoices, and/or contracts submitted to ESC for funding eligibility
under the FCC rules and guidelines

• Notify applicant of relevant deadlines for the submission of completed FCC Forms 470, 471
and 486 to the SLD

• Notify applicant of relevant program rule changes
• Provide onsite technical assistance and professional development.

Priority One Applications are defined as applications for telecommunication or internet services.
Priority Two Applications include internal connections as deemed by the SLD.

Cost:  Priority One Application – $1,000 plus 15% of total funded amount up to $1,000;
total not to exceed $2,000.

Priority Two Application – 3% of total funded amount
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Teacher Preparation Certification Program

The Teacher Preparation Certification Program (TPCP) provides field-based teacher training for
qualified persons with a bachelor’s degree.  A recruitment effort is conducted annually in order to
increase the availability of teacher applicants, particularly in the areas of shortage.  Eligible interns
participate as specially certified teachers in a one-year internship under the guidance of the principal,
mentor, and Region III staff.  In addition, the intern completes approximately 114 hours of online
coursework, approximately 144 hours pre-service training, and approximately 12 hours of ongoing
training during the school year prior to recommendation for official teacher certification.
